Service:  Vicki reported the ñMaking the Welcome Center More Welcomeò event in cooperation with DHS Band, City of 
Delta, and ASTRA was a great success, compiling some 155 service hours.  Some of the work projects included moving 
the Fort sign, painting on the new highway sign, moving wood pile, refacing storage area, and general cleanup.  $100.00 
from the Environmental Project line item was used for supplies and lunch.  This project will be presented for the 
Environmental Award.  A grant request was received from Marion McKibben and Pearl the Labrador for a project at the 
DOC, similar to Read to a Child, but with DVD.  It was agreed to sponsor this project with the $200 from the DOC 



budgeted amount.  A grant request from CASA was received.  Instead of providing funds, we advised them we would 
provide 5 new books for their lending library if they will notify us of the desired titles.   
 
TASK FORCE REPORTS: 
 
DOS  ---  Jeanie passed around new volunteer forms (not requiring social security number) for those desiring to volunteer 
working directly with students, including chaperoning Gold Club activities.  Volunteer forms need to be submitted each 
school year.  Help is needed for clean-up, perhaps some painting, replacing library books on shelves, etc. to get the 
building and grounds ready for school.  Work days will be the afternoon of Aug. 13 and all day Friday, Aug. 15.  Let Jeanie 
know if you can participate.  Jeanie asked for a few more volunteers to take snacks once a week during the six weeks she 
will be gone 
 
ASTRA  ---  Jessica reported a successful July Pizza In The Park with about 10 new members.  ASTRA kids helped with 
the Deltarado Days Kickoff Dinner and one new member helped with the Relay For Life.

Monetary donations can 
also be made and will be channeled through Delta Super to get exact items most needed. 

We will apply for a Foundation Grant for 
this project.
