Altrusaõs October Program  

 
City of Deltaõs ALTERNATE TRUCK ROUTE 

Presented by:   Steve Glammeyer, Asst. City Manager, City of Delta 
 

 

On October 22, the Altrusa International Club of Delta had the privilege of hearing from Steve Glammeyer, Assistant 

City Manager for Delta.   He shared about a City of Delta project that heõs been working on for the past couple of years, 

a truck route to eliminate large trucks going through Main Street and to have an alternate route when trains are 

crossing Main Street: 

  

The first request for a solution to this problem came in 1947 when a man named C.J. Fowler wrote a letter to the Delta 

City Council asking them to do something about the traffic on Main Street.   This project would be the culmination of 

that request. 

  

The City of Delta has allocated $1.5 million to design Confluence Drive, which will be the official name of the truck 

route.  Currently, over 1200 trucks go through Main Street on a daily basis, which is included in the 21,000 per day 

vehicle total.  Obviously, the need is there.  The other really big benefit is to have an alternate route when trains are 

crossing Main Street at heavy traffic times.   Estimated cost of this project is $20 million, which is the biggest project 

the city has ever undertaken.  A little scary, yes, however, with increasing projected traffic counts, the need is definitely 

there. 

  

Confluence Drive will begin at Gunnison River Drive and come out onto Highway 50 near the Stockyard Restaurant.  It 

will be a 4-lane road with a speed limit of 45 MPH.  It will have 4 traffic lights, at 5th St, Highway 348, Gunnison River 

Dr, and the Stockyard Restaurant.  This road will also incorporate an overpass for pedestrians and vehicles.  The 

misconception of this project taking business away from downtown stores has been studied and shown to be untrue.  

How many times have you seen a semi-truck pulled off to the side to do some shopping?? 

  

Next April, voters will be asked to approve a bond, basically taking money from an existing sales tax to use as collateral 

to get a loan.  There will be no tax increase.  The city sales tax is currently 3%; 1% goes to the general fund, 1% goes to 

the recreation center, and 1% is for city wide capital improvements which is where the bond would be used. 

  

This project is still in the design phase; there's still room for changes.  The city will have one more public forum very 

soon; check with the city for the exact date.  So far, the city has not had to condemn any properties; everyone has been 

very amicable to this process.  There are many benefits to this project moving forward:  Emergency Services not 

detained by trains, lower emissions through downtown, & less harmful chemicals being hauled right through downtown. 

  

Go to the city's website, delta-co.gov to find out more about this project and it's coming along.  This was a great Altrusa 

Program topic, and many thanks to Steve for presenting the plans behind this City project to Altrusa members.
